MESSAGE FROM MONSIGNOR

THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS

The Church rejoices today beginning with the Easter Vigil. Through the Resurrection of Jesus every
member of the Church has hope for eternal life. The meaning of Resurrection is new life. I
emphasize new life because not just the body of Jesus comes to life as if he were some sort of
zombie. Jesus has a new body and a new life. He reclaims the glory that was due Him as God. Yet
at the same time He keeps the connection with His crucified body. So we have the mysterious stories
of Jesus able to pass through locked doors. Yet He asks Thomas to put his finger into His hands, feet
and side. At times His disciples do not recognize Him, while at other times He shares a meal with
them.

All of this is a sign to us of the hope that Jesus is offering us. Beginning with the sacraments,
especially Baptism unites us with the Resurrection of Jesus. The scriptures insist that within our very
persons we have the very life of Christ. Jesus is alive within us. In the Eucharist He confirms and
deepens that presence within us. In some mystical way each of us has risen to new life in
baptism. We have died to a life of sin to celebrate the joy of life with Christ.

The question for us in faith is the difficulty we have of seeing this. Each of us is limited by
our own wounds so that we do not recognize our own resurrected bodies. We continue to have
choices despite the gift of life. We can choose to deny our faith and look for the idols of this
life. Jesus has warned us that the flesh, the world and the devil are like sirens. They entice us
towards excitement but lead us into destruction on the rocks of evil.

In prayer, the sacraments and mutual support we can turn away from these sirens. We can
open ourselves to the power of the Spirit and allow ourselves to be dwelling places for the
Trinity. The power of Easter is that even if we have failed in the past, God always gives us another
chance to reclaim the gift of eternal life and eventually the resurrection of our own bodies.
