"Rejoice always. Pray without ceasing. In all 

circumstances give thanks..."  St. Paul's 

words, when translated into Latin is the 

source for the long-held title of this Sunday.  

You will notice the Rose-colored vestments, 

the third candle of the Advent wreath lit 

today is to be Rose-colored.  Joy and happi-

ness are obvious synonyms but there is a 

major difference between them.  Happiness 

is a goal, as the Declaration of Independ-

ence does not describe happiness as a 

right bur rather the right is to pursue happi-

ness.  Happiness will always be elusive.  

We often look for it in objects or even expe-

riences.  We may have fleeting moments 

where we feel happy but then there is 

something else that attracts our attention.  

We then feel we will not be happy until we 

attain that object or experience. 

Joy and rejoicing however start at the oppo-

site end.  Joy is an attitude, a motivation 

that we choose to take on.  We choose to 

look for joy in the reality that surrounds us. 

Even during suffering we can find hope and 

joy deep within ourselves. 

Joy has a sense of anticipation, we know 

that there is more to life than the present 

moment.  As we see from St. Paul joy is re-

lated to prayer and giving thanks. Happi-

ness has an almost selfish quality about it.  

I want to be happy through my experiences.  

Joy, however, has power because it based 

on Someone beyond me.  Even martyrs dur-

ing their persecution, even torture, could 

find joy.  Their joy has a value that goes be-

yond the present moment.  It witnesses to 

glory and wonder that God will work 

through their witness.  This is not all there 

is, there is something wonderful to come. 

Today, we are invited by the Church to re-

joice.  Most obviously we are half way 

through Advent.  We are about to celebrate 

the birth of our Savior.  We are also called 

to rejoice because we are one day closer to 

our own salvation.  The day is coming soon 

when we will find ultimate joy and happi-

ness by seeing God in His fullness.  Today, 

we are thankful that God will never aban-

don us, we will always be His chosen ones.
