MESSAGE FROM MONSIGNOR

EUCHARISTIC PRAYERS: Epiclesis

After the Preface and Sanctus acclamation every Eucharistic Prayers has several distinct elements. The titles tend
to be Greek words because it is difficult to have succinct English translations of each concept. Each prayer will have its
own way of organizing these elements but will include all of them. These elements are epiclesis, anamnesis, oblation, in-
stitution narrative or sometimes called the consecration, intercessions and the concluding doxology. The first Eucharistic
Prayer is usually referred to as the Roman Canon. It was the Eucharistic Prayer that was used during the Latin phase of
the liturgy for several hundred years. The Church developed out of two major influences in its early history, namely the
Greek and the Roman.

The Roman influence emphasizes structure and organization. Romans were strong engineers and built strong legal
systems. In Roman prayer the emphasis is on the concrete realities of the world and the saving work of Jesus as the God/
man. The Greek emphasis is on philosophy and thinking. They focused on abstraction, contemplation and nuanced dis-
tinctions. Greek prayer looks toward the world beyond us and the work of the Holy Spirit. Prayer in the Church is about
balancing our understanding of two aspects of salvation. Salvation is the work of God initiated and brought to fulfillment
by the Holy Spirit but it is brought about by the response of humanity united with the death and Resurrection of Jesus.

The Roman canon will lean heavily on our being united to the work of Christ. It does not explicitly mention the
Holy Spirit except in the concluding doxology. The other Eucharistic prayers borrow the Eastern or Greek influence and
explicitly mention the calling down of the Holy Spirit to transform the elements of bread and wine into the Body and
Blood of Christ. The verbal calling down of the Holy Spirit is called the epiclesis and is usually accompanied by the
priest extending his hands over the elements. This action of extending hands should remind us of the laying on of hands
that happens in the rites of Ordination and Confirmation. Those sacraments are primarily focused also on calling down
the Holy Spirit to transform the person into a symbol of Christ.
