EUCHARISTIC PRAYER: Preface Dialogue

Each Eucharistic Prayer begins with a Preface. The Preface especially expresses our thanksgiving to God ei-
ther for His whole work of salvation or some specific aspect of His work. On certain feast days or high points in a
liturgical season the prayer may focus on a specific mystery or on a scriptural story. The Preface begins with a dia-
logue. The first lines (V. The Lord be with yoR. And with your Spirit) are used throughatit liturgy, such as the
opening and before the gospel, to remind us that an important work is about to happen and we need the Lord with us
as we participate in this work of God.

The priest then says ALift up your hearts. o Ou
thoughts, emotions and actions. We are being invited to let go of our other concerns and devote ourselves fully to-
wards the sublime mystery that we wi | experience
to the Lordo is an act of faith that we are givin

The third set of dialogue begins with the invi
portant element in the scriptures. It flows out of the realization, that all we have and are, is a gift from our gracious
God. In the Eucharist at this point we have had the chance to hear the Word of God spoken to us through the scrip-
tures. Every Word of God is a an offer of love and care for us and an invitation to respond with love. At this point in
the Eucharist we are also looking ahead. God is about to make His Word, Jesus Christ, present to us Body and
Blood. Through the words of the priest God changes the bread and wine into His Body and Blood. He does this so
that we may be prepared to be changed into God Himself as we consume the Body and Blood of Jesus. In the center
