MESSAGE FROM MONSIGNOR

EUCHARISTIC PRAYER: Preface

After the Preface dialogue the priest speaks to God on the behalf of all present a prayer of thanksgiving. The opening
line of the Preface is addressed to God and acknowledges that it is the duty of the People of God to thank the Lord. We are in-
cluded in this prayer of thanksgiving by the last line of the Preface Dialogue when we said it is right and just.

The Preface prayer follows the pattern of thanksgiving in the Psalms. The Psalms gave thanks to God for various rea-
sons: in general ways for the gift of God’s creation, the blessings He has given us, His wondrous deeds and for His saving acts.
Some Psalms may be more specific expressing gratitude for saving a particular person whether by healing, saving someone from
their enemies or delivering them from some trouble.

Like the authors of the Psalms we will have multiple reasons to give thanks to God. So there are many Prefaces. Some
will give thanks to God for His work of creation. Others will emphasize one specific act of Christ’s saving work (e.g. Incarna-
tion, Baptism by John, healing miracles). These specific reasons for gratitude to God give us a focus on thanking God for His
saving plan in Christ’s life-giving death and resurrection.
