CREED (cont.) 
 

I confess one baptism ... 

 

The word ñconfessò here has the meaning of making something my own.  It is a stronger way of saying I be-

lieve.   I am heartily acknowledging something as a part of me when I confess.  Here we are confessing one 

baptism.  Baptism is an entry into the life of Christ.  We are immersed through water into His Church, His 

Body, and the very life of God.  In the early years of the Church at the time of the Roman persecutions, the 

question arose, what should happen to those who abandoned their faith but now wanted to return.  In the Ro-

man persecutions Christians would be arrested and given a choice.  Either offer a sacrifice to the Roman em-

peror and acknowledge him as superior to your faith or face punishment.  Punishment might be torture and 

death or it might be loss of property and exile to foreign land.  We remember many of the martyrs who refused 

to deny their faith and suffered as a result.  But a large number gave into their fear and offered sacrifice.  Dur-

ing quiet times some of these would repent and want to become part of the Church again.  Some of the early 

fathers of the Church believed these fallen Christians had lost everything.  If they wanted to return to the 

Church, they should have to go through a long period of preparation and purification and then be re-baptized.  

The decision of the Church, however, was that baptism as an encounter with God through Christ makes a per-

manent change.  Even if one has failed to be faithful to God because of weakness and fear, God does not give 

up on us.  We need to repent and renew our commitment to God but we are still fully a child of God.  The 

scholastic theologians, such as Thomas Aquinas called this an ontological change.  When we are baptized, 

something in our very being is changed.  We are no longer mere creatures but are the very children of God.  

Even though our failures may weaken our vision of ourselves as children of God, we still remain His children.   

Since there early days of the Church, we have believed in only one baptism.  If a person has been baptized, any 

repeat is simply a false going through the motions of baptism.  If there is some doubt about whether a person 

has truly been baptized, that person will be conditionally baptized with the words ñIf you are not baptized, I 

baptize youéò  The reference to confessing one baptism is more significant than it might at first appear to be.
